1. Introduction

The meeting was called to order at 6:05 PM by Co-chair Gordon Sheppard.

2. Welcoming

The committee members were welcomed by Gordon Sheppard, each member introduced themselves to the group.  
3. Adoption of Agenda

The agenda for the meeting was approved as presented.  Moved by Nick Duivenvoorden, seconded by Flo Guitard and approved by all.

6. New Business
Each attending member completed a co-ordinates update form, a copy of which is attached.

A discussion was held about attracting new members to the CELC.  Gordon Sheppard reminded everyone that we sent a letter to all the municipal councils from Bathurst to Campbellton soliciting representation on the CELC, with minimal results.  The committee did not offer any names for new membership or methods to attract new members.  The committee agreed that we have tried to attract new members and no further attempts should be made at this time.

Gordon Sheppard gave a brief description of the materials needed to complete the compliance test.  We now have approximately 6400 tonnes of material, a suitable quantity, but lacking in Poly Aromatic Hydrocarbons (PAHs).  The Domtar material was noted to be an excellent source of PAHs but the material did not meet the Province’s definition of soil.  Gordon explained that we are looking for other sources of PAHs to introduce into the soil.

The source testing was scheduled for early in December 2005 and January 2006 but since we do not have a sufficient quality of soil the testing will be delayed until that time.

After the source testing we must wait upwards of several months for the New Brunswick Department of Environment and Local Government (NBDELG) to issue a Permit to Operate.  Until that time we will undertake any necessary repairs, and assist the air quality consultant in the preparation of reports to NBDELG for the source testing.

A three minute animation of the Bennett process was shown.  Everyone agreed that it helped them understand how we clean the soil.

Joe Noel suggested and the group agreed to not issue any new information fliers to the public.  It was believed that the fliers did not generate any discussion and were thought to be expensive and time consuming, given the results.  Moved by Joe Noel, seconded by Mark Roherty and approved by all.
Robert Savoie suggested, and the group agreed that the CELC be on site to witness part of the source testing.
